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Notice to Parents about Payment for Services for the Center for Nutritional Rehabilitation
Thank you for calling about the Center for Nutritional Rehabilitation to schedule an appointment. During your child’s first visit, he/she will see the nurse practitioner and a registered dietitian. 

Many health insurance companies do not pay for nutrition unless your child has another health problem, so some services billed by Mt. Washington to your insurance may not be covered. Before your appointment, you should call your health insurance company to check to see if your insurance will pay for the visit. You should call the member services number listed on your health insurance card. You should refer to the billing codes below during your call. Note that we bill as a facility, not an office visit.
